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The Memorial Gate was inspired by shrines and Amitabha Buddha halls from
the Goryeo and Joseon dynasties. The seated tiger statues on both sides
symbolize the people's wish to protect the souls of the men and women who

offered their lives for their motherland.
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The Memorial Tower and Tablet Enshrinement Hall
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The Memorial Tower, a monument dedicated to heros who sacrificed themselves
for the country, is a symbolic figure of Seoul National Cemetery, the nation's
sanctuary. Memorial Tablet Enshrinement Hall inside the tower houses the
memorial tablets of 104,000 soldiers whose bodies were never found and the
remains of 7,000 unknown soldiers who died during the Korean War.

Memorial to the Unknown Student Volunteer Soldier, dedicated to 7,000
students who joined the Korean War in school uniform and without army service
numbers, was set up in April 1968. Some of these students died in the Pohang
battle to defend Nakdong river, the remains of the 48 unknown student soldiers

were buried under a hemispherical grave behind the Memorial.

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Joint Memorial Altar to honor Patriots enshrined at Graverd for Patriots, Historical
